UPDATE ON THE VETS SYSTEM - The Clerk reported that the VETS system was live and had a dedicated telephone number of 01420 236202.  It was noted that mobile telephone numbers were no longer accepted and so the volunteer landline numbers had been submitted.  It was agreed to discuss promoting the system at the next Parish Council meeting.

ELECTRICITY POLE AT COTNESS CORNER - Councillor Bray informed the meeting that East Riding of Yorkshire Council had agreed to install a chevron in front of the electricity pole at Cotness Corner and to place reflective marker posts on the approach to the bend and on the bend itself.  The SLOW sign that was presently on the carriageway would also be refreshed.  Northern Powergrid had also agreed to consider moving the pole.

39/16 THE QUEEN’S 90th BIRTHDAY CELEBRATIONS - 21 APRIL 2016 - The clerk reported that the land owner of the fields at either side of the beacon had given approval for it to be lit and had offered to help with the lighting.  The meeting discussed arrangements for the evening and ways of commemorating the event.
Resolved – (i) that Councillor Bray would arrange for the Beacon to be constructed and lit, (ii) that commemorative medals would be handed out to all children under 16 and (iii) drinks would be supplied to toast the Queen.

DOG FOULING - Councillor Yarrow reported that a number of residents had complained that dog owners were not clearing up after their pet, despite the Parish Council writing to each household and installing new litter bins.  The meeting also discussed the new requirement for all dogs to be micro-chipped.
Resolved - that a notice would be added to the community newsletter reminding residents that it was an offence not to clear up after their pets and that there was a new legal micro-chipping requirement.

REQUEST FOR ADDITIONAL NOTICE BOARD - Councillor Yarrow reported that a resident had requested an additional village noticeboard for Front Street, Laxton.  The Clerk advised that the cost of the Saltmarshe noticeboard was approximately £500. The Council considered that the noticeboard attached to the Village Hall and the notice board in Saltmarshe was sufficient coverage for the Parish.

Resolved - that the Clerk should advise the resident that the Parish Council did not consider it necessary to purchase an additional notice board.

NEWPORT AND GILBERDYKE YOUTH CLUB - Newport and Gilberdkye Parish Councils had collaborated to establish a successful youth club, run by professional youth workers.  Each parish council contributed to the running costs of the club.  It was understood that children from Laxton would be able to attend if Laxton Parish Council would also contribute.  The Parish Council felt that they needed to establish the demand from the village to determine whether a contribution could be justified.  It was also noted that there were other Youth Clubs in the area that would not require a parish contribution.    


Resolved - that this issue would be revisited when the views of the Parish had been sought through the community led plan process and the community newsletter.

DRAINAGE ISSUES - Councillor Collins reported that Yorkshire Water had still not cleared the bales and sandbags from the drain near Church Close.  The standing water in the drain was causing a very unpleasant smell.  The drain on Jubilee Avenue needed clearing and a clapper had broken of the drainage pipe.

Resolved - (i) that the smell from the Church Close drain would be reported to the Drainage Board (ii) that the broken pipe would be reported to East Riding of Yorkshire Council.
