156/17 UPDATE ON DOG FOULING – The Parish Council was saddened to receive a letter explaining how a local resident had needed to clear dog facieses away from ontop of a freshly interned grave. Councillor Sweeting and Goulden had distributed 50 free dog bag dispensers to residents in an attempt to reduce fouling in the village.  There has been positive initial feedback, with dispensers seen in use.  The meeting discussed the use of the Keep Britain Tidy’s “Were Watching You” campaign and a dog fouling leaflet used by another parish council.
Resolved – (i) that Councillor Goulden would choose one week to highlight the dog fouling problem by using pink chalk based spray paint and (ii) that the situation would be monitored and consideration given to further leaflets and signs as required.
