DECLARATIONS OF PECUNIARY AND NON-PECUNIARY INTERESTS – There were no declarations.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING – Resolved – That the minutes of the meeting of the Council held on 22 August 2017 should be confirmed as a correct record and signed by the Chair.

CLERK UPDATE– The missing clapper on the Jubilee Avenue Drain had been reported, but East Riding of Yorkshire Council suggested that the new pumping station may make the device redundant.  The meeting discussed the positive feedback received for the Laxtonbury event.

WARD COUNCILLOR UPDATE – Councillor Bayram reported that a new combined Goole Fields Wind Farm Community Fund was to be established to manage grants from both Goole Fields Wind Farms, and that Laxton fell within the area of benefit.  It was agreed that the Parish Council would consider future bids to both the Goole Fields and the Sixpenny Wood schemes, potentially involving a play area.

136/17 PLANNING APPLICATIONS– Resolved – that the Parish Council had no objections to the following planning applications:

i. Erection of single storey extension to side and porch to front , Poplar Cottage, Back Street Laxton,
ii. TPO SALTMARSH NO.2 - 1971 (REF:31) A3: Sycamore; fell, Oak: side prune upper branches to gain 3-4m clearance from over head power line, G1 Elder; fell under line, Conifer; side prune upper branches to gain 4m from line, Sycamore: fell, Silver birch; side prune to gain 3-4m clearance from line, Oak x2; side prune to gain 3-4m from power line, Beech; side prune to gain 3-4m from power line, Dairy Farm West Lane Saltmarshe East Riding Of Yorkshire DN14 7RX
iii. Refurbishment of first floor bedrooms and staircase, reinstatement of staircase and installation of new bathrooms, Saltmarshe Hall West Lane Saltmarshe 
137/17 DOG BAG DISPENSERS – Further to minute 127/17, Councillor Sweeting demonstrated a number of low cost personal dog bag dispensers.  These could be issued to dog owners within the Village as a one off gesture at considerable cheaper cost that installing a fixed dog bag dispenser.  It was estimated that there were 50-60 dogs in the village.
Resolved – that free dog bag dispensers would be issued to dog owners in the village in an attempt to reduce the dog fouling in the village

ALLOTMENT UPDATE – Councillor Yarrow and Sweeting had visited the allotment and found that it was generally well kept with productive plots.  All plots were currently occupied.  It was noted that some plots had been covered to keep weeds under control until the New Year.  The meeting discussed the responsibilities of the Council and the individual tenants in maintaining pitches and grassed areas.

SALTMARSHE SIGNAL BOX – At the recent Network Rail meeting, the project manager had explained although the Saltmarshe Signal Box would be demolished as part of the works, a public body could apply to purchase it for a nominal sum.  The Parish Council discussed the options and future uses of the signal box.  

Resolved – (i) that the Council would enquire about obtaining the Saltmarshe sign and other memorabilia from the box.  
140/17 COMMUNITY NEWSLETTER ITEMS – Resolved ​– (i) that the October newsletter would advertise upcoming events at the Church and Village Hall. 
141/17 EXTERNAL AUDITORS REMARKS ON 2016/17 ACCOUNTS – It was noted that the external auditor had returned the parish accounts for 2016/17 with no qualifying remarks. 

142/17 HIGHWAYS, DYKES AND DRAINS –  It was noted that the dead trees had been cut on Trandy Lane Corner, but that the hedgerows also needed to be cut back.  That stretch of road was also in poor condition.  The river bank, near to the pump house, had not been cut back and yet it had on the south bank of the river.   

Resolved – (i) that these maintenance issues should be reported to East Riding of Yorkshire Council.
